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Abstract

The objectives of the study were, 1) To study the state of the local fishery and
the fishery product market in Chanthaburi. and Trat province, 2) To analyze the value
chain and factors affecting the operation of the chain of local fishery products in
Chanthaburi province And Trat province and 3) To study the feasibility and propose
guidelines for upgrading the value chain of the fishing trade business in Chanthaburi
province. And Trat Province By using interview methods and focusing on participatory
patterns (Participatory Action Research: PAR) by opening a learning exchange platform
Participatory Number of sample groups Is a group of 5 local fishery communities in
Chanthaburi Province, 5 groups in Trat Province, a total of 10 groups, with a collection
of 200 sample sizes, analyzing the local fishery value chain, Chanthaburi and Trat.
Linking the creation of a commercial market network for competition based on self-

reliance.
The study indicated that :

1) The state of the local fishery and the fishery product market in
Chanthaburi and Trat province mostly male age between 41-50 years old, education
level is at elementary level, the average income per year is less than 100,000 baht,
the nature of making a fishery occupation uses local wisdom. There is a capture of
aquatic animals from natural resources and then sold to the network business in the

community.
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2) Value chain and factors that affect the operation of the chain of local
fishery products local fishermen have a supply chain management, ranging from
upstream activities in relation to water activities and downstream activities, starting
from catching fresh fish. Sorting preserving food as fresh seafood and spicy seafood,
then distributing products to sell to the final commercial market network of
consumers, community shops, bazaars, communities, business owners, homestays /
resorts / hotels and restaurants in the community. With the supply chain management

method, the use of local fishery wisdom and self-help fishing groups.

3) The upgrading of the value chain of the fishing trade business.
The fishing community is a source of good quality fresh seafood, fresh is needed by
the market and there is a rich source of fish that can be caught throughout the year
to make a sustainable income and family. Resulting in results from the local fisheries
from a stable fishery occupation and can be a career that can be transmitted to
children to be sustainable. But there are weaknesses, which are members that are not
strong in the lack of participation throughout the supply chain. And lack of clustering

networks for local fisheries.
