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Abstract

This research aimed to: 1) studied on backeround beliefs of Teng-Took drama folk
performers in the ritualistic ceremony, Chanthaburi province, and 2) analysed in belief
communication regard to the significant symbols that were used throughout the entire
ceremony of Teng-Took drama folk performers. In this ethnographic research, documentary
research and the data were collected from 30 Teng-Took drama performers in Chanthaburi
province. The methods of field research technique, participatory observation, and in-depth
interviews were employed.

The research findings revealed that: 1) The background beliefs in sacred being of the
most Teng-Took drama performers were ‘Narata Muni’ or ‘Bharata Muni’ (Por-kea), the Holy
hermit Guru, and the spirits of drama-music masters. Some Teng-Took troupe believed in Nora
Guru by the beliefs in responding throushout the “Wai-Khru” ceremony in anniversary, which the
sacred ceremony hybridized between Buddhism belief, Brahma-Hindu, and sacred spirits. 2) The
analysis of the belief communication of Teng-Took drama folk performers under study
comprised two distinct sections: (1) The form of communication elements were senders,
message, channel, receivers, and effect of belief communication. The belief communication
occurred in two  levels, ie. intrapersonal communication level, and interpersonal
communication inside the Thengtug performers. (2) Semictic in the “Wai-Khru’ ceremony found
that (2.1) Belief symbolic of Guru was meaning reflection of the respectfulness of sacred spirits
as Guru, who was the Teng-Took performing arts transition. The ‘Wai-Khru’ ceremony was
symbolic to demonstrate that being gratitude thankful for benefits received and reciprocates
venerable person, conscious of student role being, harmonious building, forgiveness, and
charitable dedicated to Teng-Took spirit masters. (2.2) Semiotic of ‘Kureng Sanewey’, offerings of
food/dessert, plants, fruit or flowers significantly means that paying homage to thankfulness
party, which conscious of sacred master spirits as guru of Teng-Took drama within prosperity
and wealth of food/dessert, plants, fruits or flowers, and auspicious things, which hoped that

the happiness and wealth come true.
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
