Research Title : Legal problems of the fishermen in Klung District ,Chantaburi Province

Abstract

The objectives of this dissertation were to better understand problems and obstacles
of the laws as well as administration of trawl fisheries. Furthermore, it studied the lifestyles
of fishermen in Bang Chan Village in Klung District, Chanthaburi province which is unique in

terms of geography and history. It’s called “No Land Village”

This study found that fishermen in Bang Chan Village have a limitation to work
because this area is the area of mangroves and wetland which comes under national forest
reservation area. Therefore, this area does not accept certificate of ownership. Moreover, the
main income of traditional fishing communities and trawlers in Bang Chan Village comes
from fishing with traditional trawl gear. However, traditional trawl gear, “Phong-Pang” ( a fish
trap consisting of a long net laid across part of a river) is illegal since 1978 and imposes
increased penalty for illegal traditional trawl gear under the Fisheries Act B.E. 2558 (2015).
Fishermen from Bang Chan Village in Klung district concerned over the government’s
measures to curb illegal fishing. They believe the regulation will harm villagers who catch
fishes to make income to feed their families. And section 34 of the Act ,fishermen can go
fishing only 3 nautical mile not more that, Normally the seashore at Klung is muddy so it is

suitable for fishery. If they fish more than 3 nautical mile, it is illegal.

The lack of certificate of ownership is the significant problem of fishers in Bang Chan
Village. Provisions of the Thai Constitutions are relevant to the protection of environmental
quality in various aspects including rights of people and community to the management,
preservation and utilization of natural resources and local environment. The State should
have duties and impose policies to implement such as rights entirely and equitably for
people in order to let local people and fishers have better lives and environmental

sustainable society.
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
