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Abstract

The purposes of this research were: 1)to study the present state of
management of learning activities of “moderate class more knowledge” by integrating
with the principles of sufficiency economy in Chanthaburi Province. 2)to cresate and
check the learning activities of “moderate class more knowledge” by integrating with
the principles of sufficiency economy in Chanthaburi Province. 3)to implement and
test the model of “moderate class more knowledge” by integrating with the principles
of the principles of sufficiency economy of Chanthaburi Primary Educational Service
Area Office. This qualitative research was done with the in-depth interview of 10
students, 5 teachers, 3 village farmers and 2 village philosophers in Chanthaburi
Province and through focus group discussion. The study locations were 7 schools in
Chanthaburi Province: Wat Don Tan School, Ban Sap Charoen School, Ban Ta Ruaeng
School, Ban Tap Chang School, Pong Nam Ron School, Ban Nong Salut School, Ban
Trok Nong School and Ban Wat Noen Mahad School, voluntary schools of Chanthaburi
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. The researcher divided the results of the
analysis into 3 phases as follows: Phrase 1: The study of the management of learning
activities of “moderate class more knowledge” by integrating with the principles of
sufficiency economy in Chanthaburi Province. Phase 3: Experiment and evaluation
using the management of learning activities of “moderate class more knowledge” by
integrating in accordance with the principles of “sufficiency economy of Primary
Educational Service Area Office. The results were as follows:

Phase 1: The results of before developing management learning activities of
“moderate class more knowledge” by integrating with the principles of sufficiency
economy, findings highlighted three main points that consisted of (1) Personal
problems: Major problems were lack of qualified teachers and personnel, insufficient

classroom teachers, teachers who did not meet majors or dominant subjects, lack of



specialization, and their teaching loads were in multiple levels and subjects. (2)
Problems of low achievement from external quality assessment by National Education
Standards and Quality Assessment, most of which were small educational institutions,
lacking a lot of readiness in various fields especially the standard. (3) Students were
able to think critically: synthetic thinking, judgment, creative thinking and reflective
thinking.

Phase 2: The results of creating and verifying learning activities of “moderate
class more knowledge” by integrating with the principles of sufficiency economy,
revealed that the teachers employed the concepts of learning based on constructivism
theory that focuses on the learners in thinking about learning and they construct
knowledge for themselves.

Phase 3: The results of designing and evaluation using the model
management of learning activities of “moderate class more knowledge”, findings were
(1) linking indicators with the curriculum, (2)Focusing on 4H activities, (3) Happy
learners, (4) Have fun with advanced thinking (The pursuit of knowledge
troubleshooting), (5) Focus on working as a team, (6) Deep learning sources
(technology, wisdom and the environment), and (7) To assess the actual situation and
focus on practice.
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
