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Abstract

The research on the creation of sculpture in applied art using banana fiber paper; a
case study at Tok Phrom Sub-district, Khlung District, Chantaburi Province aims to 1) do an
experimental work by using banana fiber paper to create sculpture in applied art; 2) create the
new style of sculpture in applied art using banana fiber paper and 3) transfer knowledge on
sculpture in applied art for local communities through a participatory method. The data were
collected with the samples including the officers of the Community Forest Development
Project Baan Ang-Et Community (The Chaipattana Foundation), five manufacturers of goods
from banana fiber paper, one local community representative, two teachers from arts or arts-
related subjects, and two product designers. The research tools were an interview form, a
focus-group interview, and an attitudinal questionnaire for the experts.

The results showed that: 1) from the attempts using banana fiber papers to create a
shape in silicone rubber mold with different directions, it found that sticking the paper using
non-water-mixed Latex slue was the most suitable way to shape the sculpture using the
silicone rubber mold; 2) The creation of sculpture in applied art using banana fiber paper was
created employing the information from the survey in the local communities, from the
interviews, and the focus-group interviews. These data were used for the creation process of
the art model which was assessed by the experts with a good level of appropriateness and 3)
the transferring of knowledge on the sculpture in applied art to the local communities could
help develop the local wisdom, increase the value of local goods images in term of the beauty
and useability. This is for the strong and sustainable foundation of the local communities.
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
